Mr. Banas' Classroom Expectations
Behavior

Students are to treat classmates and me with respect at all times.  In turn, they have the right to expect to be treated respectfully.  Inappropriate behavior will be handled with detentions and phone calls home.  If a student is insubordinate or threatening, the office will be contacted and further disciplinary action may be meted out.

Participation


Participation is an integral part of this class.  Students are expected to be engaged and focused on the materials at hand.  Students are not to speak while I am speaking.
Necessary Materials:

Students are to bring the following items to class with them each day:

c.  any assigned homework

Tardiness

  Students are expected to arrive on time to class each day.  They are to be in the classroom prior to the ringing of the bell.  Tardy students will be given a detention to be served on the following day.  Excessive tardiness will result in a call home.

Attendance

Attendance is mandatory.  Any student found to be cutting my class will be dealt with swiftly.  Each cut will result in a teacher assigned detention, a zero for the day and a zero on any homework due that day, any work completed in class and any homework assigned that day.  After the third cut, a referral will be sent to the office and students will be subject to further disciplinary action.

Makeup Work


Students are responsible for making up any work they have missed due to absence.  The responsibility to get the required materials lies with the student.  Any tests or quizzes missed must be made up within five days and students must see me to schedule a make up.

Homework Policy


Students receive a grade based upon completed homework.  If an assignment is not completed on its due date, it will be accepted one day late for half credit.
