Room 228 Classroom Procedures
I.  Passes:  To receive a pass for the lavatory, nurse, or guidance department, you must:


1.  Not request the pass during lecture or active teaching or within the first or last ten 
minutes of class.  



-Do not interrupt while I am addressing the class or your request will be refused.


2.  Behave appropriately while outside of the classroom.   



-If you request a pass to the lav, I expect you to go straight to the lav and return 



promptly.  Do not wander.


-Fooling around in the halls or interrupting other classes will also not be tolerated.


3.  Not request a pass during period 5.



-Unless it is an emergency, you will not be allowed to use the lav during period 5.  

You are expected to use the facilities during your lunch period.


4.  Not request passes habitually.



-If I find that you are leaving my class more than once or twice a week, future 



requests for passes will be denied.

II.  Pencils, Paper and other supplies.


1.  Lined paper, white paper and scrap paper can be found on the bottom shelf under the 

window in the front of the classroom.

2.  I will not give students pens.  Do not ask.


3.  Pencils:  If you find that you have forgotten a writing utensil, you may request a pencil 
at the 
beginning of the period and be expected to return it at the end of the period.  Do 
not request a pencil after class has begun.

III.  Upon entering class:


1.  Gather any materials you need and take your seat prior to the bell.  


2.  Be sure to have a notebook, assigned homework and a writing utensil on your desk.


3.  Remove everything else.  Purses, bags, textbooks and personal books are to be kept 
under 
your desk.

IV.  Food and beverages:


1.  No food is to be eaten in the classroom, under any circumstances.


2.  You may bring a bottle of water with you to class.  The bottle should be clear and the 
water 
should be water.  You may not drink any other beverage in the classroom.  This 
includes, 
Vitamin Water, Propel Fitness Water and any other beverages that are water in 
name only.


3.  You may ask permission to go to the water fountain.  The procedure is the same as asking 
for a pass.  You will not be permitted to go the cafeteria to get a bottle of water, so do not ask.
V.  Electronic Devices:


1.  Do not take any electronic device out in class.  Period.


-Invalid Excuses for cell phone usage:




-“I was just checking a message.”




-“I needed the calculator.”




-“I was checking the time.”




-“My mother called.”



-If I see a cell phone, IPod, MP3 player, PSP, Gameboy or other device I will 



confiscate it.  It will be turned in to the office and your parents can pick it up after 


school.



-Do not refuse to give me your cell phone if asked because this will only 
result in both 


the confiscation of your phone and disciplinary action for you.


2.  If an electronic device rings or makes any other noise while it is in your pocket or bag, 
you will be given one opportunity to turn it off.  If it rings again, it will be confiscated.

VI.  Homework

1.  Homework assignments will be located on the table next to the door.  


2.  Before exiting the class, check to see if there is a homework assignment in the box 
designated for that day.  You are responsible for getting the homework daily.
